To be eligible for the award of a Fellowship, 
nominees must: 

 have between one to four years of 
teaching experience. 

 be employed with full or part-time 
teaching duties 

 have completed a Certificate lV in 
Training and Assessment or 
equivalent 

 have proof of enrolment or proof of 
intention to enrol in a course of study 
and 

 be available to attend TDC 
commitments on the prescribed 
program dates 

 

The nominating organisation must 
provide ongoing support and assist in the 
management of the Fellow’s program. 
 
The Learn Local organisation will be 
responsible for: 

 arranging appropriate release 

 arranging an appropriate mentor  

 encouraging and supporting the 
Fellow to attend the four (4) key 
events that form part of the 
deliverables of the Fellowship, 
including an Induction session in 
December 2011 and Graduation in 
2013 

 encouraging and supporting the 
Fellow to attend at least two (2) of the 
TDC’s Professional Learning Program 
events of their choice and attend the 
TDC Annual Conference 2012.
