TAFE Courses Directory 2012 – Request for Provider Feedback
Each year Skills Victoria produces the TAFE Courses Directory which includes course listings for accredited training offered by all Victorian TAFEs and registered training organisations (RTOs), including ACE RTOs.  The Directory is distributed to 13,000 stakeholders across Victoria including education and training institutions, careers advisers, secondary colleges and libraries.  The same information in this Directory is also available online at www.tafe.vic.gov.au and this version is updated bi-monthly.

With more than 30 study areas and 1,800 courses, both the print and online versions of the Directory provide potential and current learners with information that will help them to find the course most suited for them.

The data for the Directory is currently drawn from the Australian Career Information Register (ACIR) database.  To make the most of the Directory, ACE RTOs are encouraged to ensure they are registered and that their details are up to date on the ACIR website www.acir.com.au  There is no cost for uploading information other than your time.
Skills Victoria has commenced planning for the print version of the 2012 edition of the TAFE Courses Directory which will be published in July this year. 

ACFE is negotiating changes to this year’s edition in order to increase the profile of the ACE sector in the publication.  It is unlikely in the short term that this will include a listing of all non-accredited courses, but there will be a greater profile of the ACFE ‘Find a course provider’ Google Search function.  

Skills Victoria has asked for some direct feedback from ACE RTOs.  This can be done by completing a short (10 question) survey. Skills Victoria will use your feedback in planning the current edition, and also to begin planning the long-term direction of the publication.
