This project will require a contribution from each organisation in the form of your time to participate. Each organisation will receive a one-off payment to cover travel and other expenses related to participation in the project.
 The e-mentors and e-champions will be available to:

· provide training and mentoring to Learn Local personnel (managers, coordinators, tutors and information technology staff) in the development of the skills and knowledge needed to integrate e-learning options into their training delivery, and/or administration

· organise regional PD sessions - both online and face-to-face, including a regional meetings
· support participating organisations in the integration of e-learning / e-business solutions into their business planning

· liaise with their regional office.
