Capital Funding Opportunity 2011-12 Children’s Facilities Capital Program
Purpose:  To advise eligible Learn Local Organisations of a capital funding program available for the development and upgrade of children’s facilities
The Department of Education and Early Childhood Development (DEECD) has committed $26 million to the 2011-12 Children’s Facilities Capital Program and is inviting applications from eligible organisations.  Some Learn Local Organisations may qualify for funding under this program, and you are encouraged to access the funding guidelines to determine your eligibility to apply. 
Integrated Children's Centre grants: will provide funds of up to 40 per cent of the total capital investment required for eligible local councils or community based organisations to build an integrated children’s centre that combines a range of integrated services that a family may need to help raise young children. 
In addition to the provision of children’s services, other programs that support children, parents, family and community members must be provided (which may include include pre-employment programs and adult and further education). 
Integrated children’s centres may also be co-located with government schools, neighbourhood houses, municipal libraries, or other community facilities.

Early Learning Facility Upgrade grants: will enhance existing early years infrastructure throughout Victoria. These grants will enable owners of buildings used for funded kindergarten programs to apply for a grant to upgrade or expand their existing facility to meet the increasing demand for kindergarten programs while continuing to maintain other early childhood programs.
Applications are open from 17 November 2011 to 27 February 2012.
