Victorian Careers Curriculum Framework and applications for Study Grants for Careers practitioners.
The Department of Education and Early Childhood Development (DEECD) has developed a Victorian Careers Curriculum Framework which provides a scaffold for a career education program for all young people from Years 7–12 and for young people in the ACE and TAFE sectors.

The Framework supports the work of teachers, trainers and careers practitioners in the preparation of young people to make a successful transition into further education, training or employment.

The Framework has been developed under the National Partnership on Youth Attainment and Transitions, a joint initiative of the State and Territory and Australian Governments.

Study Grants
DEECD is now offering a further 74 Study Grants to Victorian careers practitioners for completion of a Graduate Certificate in Career Development in Semester 2, 2011. 
The study grants are part of the Improved Career Development Services suite of initiatives within the National Partnership on Youth Attainment and Transitions, a joint initiative of the Australian and State and Territory Governments. They aim to increase the number of qualified Victorian careers practitioners assisting young people with their career development and pathway planning.
Grants of $4,800 will be for completion of a Graduate Certificate in Career Development course available through the Australian Catholic University, RMIT University and Swinburne University and are also available to careers practitioners ineligible to apply in previous rounds of the study grants initiative, including holders of a Certificate IV in Career Development and those not currently in a careers role but likely to be in the future.
Careers practitioners in ACE who are providing career advice and support to young people are encouraged to apply for the Study Grants. 14 ACE practitioners were awarded Study Grants in the last round.
Potential applicants are required to attend an information session prior to lodging an application.

· The online Elluminate information session will be held 4.00–5.00 pm Tuesday 3 May.  Information on how to apply for the study grants and passwords for applications will be available at these sessions.

Online applications open Wednesday 4 May and close 5.00 pm Monday 23 May.

Successful applicants will be notified by Friday 3 June.

Further study grants will also be available in 2012 and 2013.
