Victorian Student Number – ACE sector implementation update
The purpose of this memo is to provide information regarding the introduction of the Victorian Student Number (VSN) into the VET sector.

Victoria has amended legislation under the Education and Training Reform Act to enable the introduction of a unique student identifier known as the Victorian Student Number (VSN), which will be recorded in a central register, the Victorian Student Register. 
The legislation requires that all students under age 25, at Victorian schools or VET sector training providers, be assigned a VSN. This requirement includes ACE, TAFE and private RTOs and non-RTOs, all government funded accredited and pre-accredited provision, and all fee for service accredited provision.
Implementation in the VET sector commenced with the TAFE sector earlier this year, and implementation in ACE and private providers is now well under way. The VSN implementation requires all providers to submit a monthly file, separate from the monthly SVTS submission, identifying each student that requires a VSN.  Please note that the VSN system is not connected to the SVTS.  Most of the commonly used student management systems either already have, or are working on, modifications to support the VSN.

The VSN project team will be contacting ACE providers directly to assist them with the implementation of the VSN and to provide start-up assistance.  Providers using VETTrack and EsyStats are currently being implemented.  Providers using NRolls, WinSAS, EnquiryMate or RTO Manager will commence shortly.
Other student management packages (iCare, TED, CAS etc) are still in final testing and will be scheduled for roll out from April onwards.

Please give the VSR team your full cooperation when they contact you to ensure that the ACE sector is able to comply with the VSN legislated requirements.
