ACFE Board Capacity and Innovation Fund – 2011 funding guidelines and application form now available
The Funding Guidelines and Application Form for the ACFE Board Capacity and Innovation Fund are now available on the ACFE Website with this ACE Memo. 
There will be two opportunities to apply in 2011 for grants through the fund.  Round 1 opens on 4 January 2011, with applications closing at 12 noon on Friday 4 March 2011. Round 2 opens on 6 June 2011, with applications closing at 12 noon on Friday 26 August 2011.

There will be a maximum of two grants per organisation in one year, with grants available in amounts of: 

· under $10,000
· $10,000; $20,000 and 

· $20,000 – $50,000
A group project including three or more organisations may apply for a maximum of $150,000.
The ACFE Board Capacity and Innovation Fund provides opportunities for ACE providers to develop and implement projects designed to meet learner needs and to increase participation and attainment. Funding is available to support both pre-accredited and accredited training programs.

The Fund is designed in four streams, with $5.4 million available in Round 1 and $4.3 million available in Round 2. The four streams are:
· ACE Provider Business Capacity
· Partnering for Learning 
· Quality Teaching
· Innovating for Learners 
The fund aggregates a range of ACFE Board fund sources including ACE Capacity initiatives, Community Learning Partnerships, Business and Industry Partnerships and discretionary ACFE Board funds.

Grants for projects creating Business and Industry Partnerships will be accepted only in Round 1. ACE providers are encouraged to use this opportunity to create partnerships with local employers aimed at contributing to regional economic activity and demonstrating the value of ACE in addressing local skills needs.
