ACFE Board Capacity and Innovation Fund 2011 Round 2 funding guidelines and application form now available
The Funding Guidelines and Application Form for Round 2 the ACFE Board Capacity and Innovation Fund 2011 are now available on the ACFE Website at the following link: ACFE Board Capacity and Innovation Fund 2011. Round 2 opened on 10 June 2011, with applications closing at 12 noon on Monday 29 August 2011.

A maximum of two grants per Learn Local organisation are available in one year, with grants available in amounts of: 

· under $10,000

· $10,000; $20,000 and 

· $20,000 – $50,000

Consortium projects developed by groups of Learn Local organisations are eligible to receive a maximum of $150,000.

The ACFE Board Capacity and Innovation Fund 2011 provides opportunities for Learn Local providers to develop and implement projects designed to meet learner needs and to increase participation and attainment. Funding is available to support organisations offering both pre-accredited and accredited training programs. 
The Fund is designed in four streams, with around $3 million available in Round 2. The four streams are:
· ACE Provider Business Capacity
· Partnering for Learning 
· Quality Teaching
· Innovating for Learners 

Applications are invited for a range of innovative projects, tailored to meet the needs of Learn Local organisations. This is the only opportunity in 2011 to apply for Community Learning Partnerships, with up to $1 million set aside within the ACFE Board Capacity and Innovation Fund 2011 for this purpose. Learn Local organisations are also encouraged to apply for projects which develop Business and Industry Partnerships, with $500,000 set aside for this purpose.
Round 2 of the fund follows on from the outstanding success of Round 1, with 126 diverse and creative projects approved for funding by the ACFE Board at its meeting on March 31. The ACFE Board congratulates Learn Local organisations on their very positive response to Round 1. In Round 2, the Board would like to encourage applicants to build their capacity to grow training numbers in the skills system by developing projects on a larger and more innovative scale, taking up opportunities to collaborate where appropriate. The Board would particularly like to encourage organisations to conduct projects which help grow the range of courses offered to learners to meet local business and community needs, improve the quality of teaching and assessment and enhance organisations’ flexibility of delivery.
I encourage you to consider actively participating in this significant program.
