The Award categories are the same as last year but the prize money has been increased for a number of them as outlined below:

· Outstanding organisation – $10,000
· Outstanding learner - $5,000

· Outstanding pre-accredited program – $10,000

· Outstanding Koorie achievement - $5,000

· Innovation in learning - $10,000
